Wiring Condition Fraying, chafing, insulation.

Headlamp | Condition Cracks, reflector, mounting and adjustment system.
Aim Height and right/Ieft.
Operation Hi beam/low beam operation.
Tail lamp/ | Condition Cracks, clean and tight.
brakelamp | Operation Activates upon front brake/rear brake application.
